Fort Chadbourne Days Living History Event 2013
School Day:  May 3, 2013
To All Teachers:
The Fort Chadbourne Foundation, an 1852 frontier fort, will once again host its annual Fort Chadbourne Days Living History Event on Friday, May 3rd, 2013, for all local and area schools.  Our event provides an accurate educational experience of both military and civilian lifestyles from the 1800’s. Over 150 re-enactors participate in the event portraying Texas Rangers, Cavalry, Artillery, Infantry, Buffalo Hunters, Doctors, Surveyors, Archeologist, Spinners, Sutlers, and Blacksmiths. Plus other Texas Forts are also represented. The students see live cannon fire, black powder shooting, go on hayrides to see buffalo and longhorns in the wild, campfire cooking, cavalry and infantry drills, cow milking, and many more historical reenactments.  It’s a fun educational day!
The day begins at 8:30 a.m.  Buses arrive anywhere from 8:30 until 10:00 a.m.  Students tour the fort, visit with the re-enactors and can be back home by the time their school day usually ends.  Students are encouraged to bring a sack lunch with plenty of drinks.  There are food vendors on site. 

Fort Chadbourne is located on Highway 277, mid-way between Abilene and San Angelo, 11 miles north of Bronte.  We do target Texas History classes, but any grade or any class is welcomed to attend.  There is no charge to the students or the schools.  Upon arrival, you will be directed to the information area where you will register and be given tickets for the hayride and black powder shoot for your students. We suggest approximately 10 minutes at each display and station, but this is left strictly to the teacher’s discretion. 
It is IMPERATIVE that teachers remain with their classes at all times! We suggest a sponsor for every 25 students.  We have noticed kids who remain with their classes and teachers gain more from the event than those allowed to tour on their own.  

Although, the new Visitor Center is available for field trips with your individual classes at any other time throughout the year, on school day, May 3, 2013, all events will take place outdoors.  But, the Center will be open for regular tours on both days to the general public.        
Please return the enclosed registration form in a timely manner, but please strive to have it to us no later than April 12, 2013.  Each student must have a release signed by parent or guardian.   Those forms may be mailed in with your registration, or brought with you on the day of the event.

We look forward to your attendance and appreciate your school showing interest in what we hope is a very educational and historic experience.
